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Your Passport

able to fly home unless you visit the local embassy.

Check to see the law regarding your passport in the country 
you are traveling too. 
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Travel Visas
Now that you have your passport in order, let's look over 

obtaining a Visa. Not all countries will require a Visa, however, 
you may be passing through a country that does. So it 

important to make sure you understand the process and have 
it on you. 

Obtaining your Visa isn't always easy, so you want to be check 
months ahead of scheduled travel. Typically a birth certificate 
or another similar form of personal identification is going to 

be required in order to obtain your Visa. 

Check with every country you'll be traveling through to find 
out the rules and regulations regarding Visas. This ensures 

that you are prepared and know what to do. 

Keep in mind that every country will handle Visa differently. 
Some may require it upon arrival and others require you to 

have it on your always. Visas may also have a very short limited 
time of validation, so make sure you keep track of its validation 

date. 

Some of the hardest countries to get a Visa  include: North 
Korea, China, Russia, Saudi Arabia, Bhutan, Pakistan, Nigeria, 
Turkmenistan, Iran, Chad, Eritrea (African North Korea), Syria, 

Cuba, Somalia, Yemen, and Afghanistan.
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Travel insurance (Travel Protection)
Traveling to a new destination can be exciting, however, 

accidents do happen and you want to be prepared in case it 
does. Ensuring your insurance is up to date and having an 
action plan for any of these situations should be your next 

step is pre-planning your travels. 

Medical Emergencies and Evacuations
Know the details of what is covered and what isn't in this kind 
of situation. How much medication and hospitalization is your 

coverage going to cover? What is the first course of action if 
this happens?

Trip Cancellation
If you get sick, been in an accident, lost a family member and 

you need to cancel your trip, having the right insurance is 
critical. You also need to be prepared if you need to return 
early from your trip for any of these reasons as well. Not all 
plans cover this, so look over the details of yours before you 

purchase it. 

Luggage and Personal Belongings

luggage and personal belongings. Whether they are lost or 

damaged, this can save you. 

Personal Liability
Make sure your coverage has liability and legal expenses 

covered. Read through your agreement and know the details.
